OFFICIAL COUNTY COMMISSIONERS PROCEEDINGS
MAY 3, 2011

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the Commissioners Meeting Room of the
Sublette County Courthouse in Pinedale, Wyoming, on this date at 9:00 a.m. with Joel Bousman, Andy
Nelson, Megan Rawlins of the Pinedale Roundup, and Mary Lankford, County Clerk present.
Commissioner John Linn was absent.

Chairman Bousman led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the preceding regular meeting of April 10, 2011, were approved and ordered filed on
motion by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman. The motion carried.

The official bond was approved for Patty Racich, Clerk Treasurer, Town of Pinedale, in the amount of
$50,000, and ordered filed with the County Treasurer.

The Board reviewed the Meadowlark Lane county road request. The required documents were reviewed.
It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to adopt Meadowlark Lane
as a County Road, contingent upon the approval of two documents concerning snow catchers and snow
fence by the County Attorney. The motion carried.

Tim Wells thanked the Board for its work on Meadowlark Lane.

Butch Penton, Road and Bridge Superintendent, discussed the bike path on Mickelson Lane, the water
line location on Ehman Lane by the Town of Pinedale, road blading, and sand bagging. The Board
discussed the Shelter Park alley. No action was taken. Penton reported that the old crusher will be
delivered to Niobrara County, and that traffic counts are being taken on Antelope Trail.

Mark Eatinger, representing Rio Verde Engineering, reported on the Paradise Road project.
Skylar Wilson, Deputy County Surveyor, discussed the Sullivan and Swift easements for Paradise Road.

Brad Clingman, Waste Management Superintendent, discussed the Teton Village Solid Waste District
Sludge, and recycling. It was reported that the Teton County contract has been paid through the fiscal
year and that the contract needs to be amended, if Teton County decides to continue land filling in
Sublette County.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to award a water monitoring
contract to Alder for the amount of $29,868.00. The motion carried.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to recess the meeting into
Executive Session with Brad Clingman to discuss personnel. The motion carried.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to reconvene the meeting.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to recess the meeting and
convene the County Board of Equalization. The motion carried.

In accordance with the public notice published in the Sublette Examiner, March 8, 15, and 22, 2011, a
public hearing was held for the adoption of Rules of Practice and Procedures for the Appeal Before the
County Board of Equalization Involving Taxation Matters. There being no protests, it was moved by
Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to adopt Resolution No. 11-100168B
adopting the Rules. The motion carried.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to recess the County Board
of Equalization Meeting and reconvene the Board of County Commissioners Meeting.

In accordance with the above notice and hearing by the County Board of Equalization, it was moved by
Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to adopt Resolution No. 11-100168B, as the
Board of County Commissioners. The motion carried.



Terrie Swift, Director, Sublette County Chamber of Commerce, invited the Board to the Leadercast
presented by Chick Fil A on May 6, 2011.

Kay Robertson and Kim Linn discussed the Food Closet FY12 budget. The Board directed them to
submit their budget request to the County Clerk to be scheduled for a budget hearing in June.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to issue five malt beverage
permits to Millward Investments LLC for the Pinedale Friday Night Rodeos on June 17, July 15, August
5,12, & 19, 2011 at the Pinedale Rodeo Grounds. . The motion carried.

It was moved by Commissioner Nelson and seconded by Chairman Bousman to approve a lease
agreement with Barney Snyder for the hay part of the S1/2SE1/4, Section 3, T33N, R109W. The motion
carried.

Old Business. County Clerk Mary Lankford reported on the Boulder Abatement District Enlargement
Election scheduled for August 22, 2011 and the 3-5 Commissioner Election scheduled for August 16,
2011.

Chairman Bousman reported on BLM and Forest Service meetings.

Commissioner Linn arrived at the meeting.

In accordance with the public notice published in the Sublette Examiner on April 19, 2011, public hearing
was held for the following:

1. At the request of the Planning and Zoning Commission, the Board agreed to tabling the proposal
by the Pinedale Airport Board for an Overlay District, until a FAA official is available for a
workshop in Pinedale. The Board authorized the participation of the FAA official by conference
call.

2. Dennis Fornstrom, representing Rio Verde Engineering, withdrew the final plat for Deer View
Estates Subdivision, at the request of the applicant, White Mountain Investments, due to the cost
fire suppression requirements.

3. It was moved by Commissioner Linn and seconded by Commissioner Nelson to approve and act
upon the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission. Upon vote, the motion
carried, and the following resolution was adopted:
