OFFICIAL COUNTY COMMISSIONERS PROCEEDINGS
FEBRUARY 3, 2015

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the Commissioners Meeting Room of the
Sublette County Courthouse in Pinedale, Wyoming, on this date at 9:00 a.m. with Andy Nelson, Jim
Latta, Joel Bousman, Joy Ufford, representing the Pinedale Roundup, and Mary Lankford, County Clerk
present.

Chairman Nelson led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the preceding regular meeting of January 20, 2015, were approved and ordered filed on
motion by Commissioner Bousman and seconded by Commissioner Latta. The motion carried.

The official bond was approved for Andy Currah, Treasurer for the Weed and Pest District, in the amount
of $50,000 was approved and ordered filed with the County Treasurer.

Butch Penton, Road & Bridge Superintendent, discussed the culvert repair at Marbleton, reported that the
Game and Fish had opened the Soda Lake Road to haul hay to the feed ground, and discussed crushing
prices.

Mark Eatinger, representing Rio Verde Engineering, reported on meeting with JUB Engineering about the
proposed gravel pit at the Big Piney Marbleton Airport.

Mike Jackson, representing Rio Verde Engineering, presented bids for the Southwest Sublette Pioneers
Senior Center drainage repair project. It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by
Commissioner Bousman to award the bid to Teletractors, Inc., for the amount of $99,417.00. The motion
carried. Jackson also updated the Board on the Skyline Drive project.

Kirk Hoover, representing the Golf Committee, informed the Board that the Committee has a vacancy.
County Clerk Mary Lankford reported that she is waiting on two more resignations from other Boards and
will advertise for appointments within the next month. Hoover discussed communication with the
Recreation Board and upcoming budget.

Chairman Nelson reported that the Pinedale Transfer Station plans will be reviewed by Ron Gordon this
week.

The Board decided to change its meeting schedule for March from March 3 and 17 to March 10 and 24.

Shad Cooper, County Fire Warden, informed the Board that he will be attending meetings in Cheyenne at
the Legislature this week. Cooper reported on the formation of the County Radio Interoperability Group
for the purpose of applying for a FEMA grant that will provide inter-operable communication for first
responders using WYOLINK. Cooper presented changes to the Pay-Per-Call and Battalion Chief’s Pay
Structure.

It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to make the following
appointments:

Dr. Tom Johnston, Public Health Officer, 4 year term
Steve Kipp, County Sanitarian, 4 year term
Skylar Wilson, County Surveyor, 4 year term

The motion carried.

The Board discussed the County Commissioners Scholarships and how they are distributed to the
recipients.

Old Business. Commissioner Latta reported meeting with Rachel Grimes about the Visitor Center
finances, reported on Opengov site on Converse County’s website, the Museum Board, and potential
water issues where the County servers are located. Commissioner Bousman reported on the NEPA
Workshop at the recent WCCA meeting and reviewed Legislative bills of interest to the WCCA.
Chairman Nelson discussed the E-Poll Books and Election Centers bill.



It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to approve the Winters
Minor Subdivision plat. The motion carried.

County Planner Bart Myers discussed landscaping encroachments in the Skyline Drive easement. Myers
will contact the property owners.

The Board agreed that the Pinedale aerial photography should be made available to local engineering
firms at no cost and should be made available on the MapServer.

Todd Hurd, representing Forsgren and Associates, and Maintenance Superintendent Andy O’Neal,
reviewed the following projects:

1. White Pine Communication Site. No change in status.

2. Rendezvous Meadows Clubhouse. Sheetrock is complete with taping and texturing started. Paint
colors have been selected, and tile and carpet colors and styles have been ordered. Appliances and
cabinets will arrive in April.

3. Pinedale Transfer Station Improvements. Plans and specifications have been updated, will meet
with Ron Gordon to review drawings, and project will be bid next week.

4. 4H Barn Electrical. Need Rocky Mountain Power’s work finished and will make work schedule.

Hurd and Butch Penton discussed the culvert at Marbleton that provides access to the Fire Training
Facility. Marbleton has ordered the materials to repair the damage for the amount of $112,000. Liability
was discussed.

It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to recess the meeting for
an Executive Session, with County Attorney Clay Kainer, Deputy County Attorney Matt Gaffney, Andy
O’Neal, Maintenance Superintendent, and Todd Hurd, representing Forsgren and Associates, to discuss
real estate. The motion carried.

It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to reconvene the
meeting.

It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to recess the meeting for
an Executive Session, with County Attorney Clay Kainer, Deputy County Attorney Matt Gaffney to
discuss possible litigation. The motion carried.
