OFFICIAL COUNTY COMMISSIONERS PROCEEDINGS
OCTOBER 18, 2016

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the Commissioners Meeting Room of the Sublette County Courthouse in Pinedale, Wyoming, on this date at 9:00 a.m. with Andy Nelson, Joel Bousman, Jim Latta, Stephen Crane of the Pinedale Roundup, and Mary Lankford, County Clerk present. 
 
Chairman Nelson led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the preceding regular meeting of October 4, 2016, were approved and ordered filed on motion by Commissioner Bousman and seconded by Commissioner Latta.  The motion carried. 

Butch Penton, Road & Bridge Superintendent discussed a request from Wyoming Game and Fish for pit run from the Fisherman Creek Pit and rocks.  The Board agreed to give the pit run to the Game and Fish and directed the County Clerk to contact the Forest Service for a free use application for the rocks in the Skyline Drive easement on the Forest Service.  

The Board discussed the completion of the Skyline Drive project.  Commissioner Bousman requested a final review of the completed project and warranty on the project to extend to next spring.  Tom Bonar, project superintendent, presented a project acceptance letter for consideration.  The Board scheduled a tour of the completed project on October 24, 2016 at 11 a.m.  No action was taken on the acceptance letter. 

Mark Eatinger, representing Rio Verde Engineering, reported that the chip seal projects were complete. Painting will be completed, depending on the weather. 

Skylar Wilson, County Surveyor, discussed reaffirmation of two resolutions for road realignments due to being re-advertised.  There being no comments, it was moved by Commissioner Bousman and seconded by Commissioner Latta to reaffirm Resolution No. 100289N for the Perkins Realignment of Merna North Beaver CR 23-115.  The motion carried.  It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to reaffirm Resolution No. 100285N for the Brackett Realignment of Muddy Creek CR 23-177.  The motion carried. 

Wilson reported on cemetery plats and discussed setback survey requirements. 

Ron Gordon, representing Waste Management, reported on landfill activities. 

Shad Cooper, County Fire Warden, presented his monthly report, and reported on a residential sprinkler demonstration.  Cooper reported on new volunteer applications and received approval to access funds available from State sources for projects and training.  

Commissioner Bousman reported on a recent Forest Management meeting in Casper. 

Sheriff KC Lehr reviewed an MOU for free fingerprint scanning with the State of Wyoming.  It was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to approve the MOU.  The motion carried.  Lehr reported on nursing services to the Detention Center by Red Desert, three to four times a week, for distribution of medications and minor injuries.  The Board discussed the replacement of a SAR vehicle.  No action was taken. 

Public Health Nurse Dereth Gehlhausen informed the Board that she will be leaving Public Health on November 3, 2016.  The Board regretfully accepted her letter of resignation.  

Dr. David Burnett, on behalf of School District #9, thanked the Board for assisting the District by housing its school buses at the Fairgrounds, due to the collapse of the bus barn during Monday’s snow storm. 

Old Business. Commissioner Latta reported on attending the recent Lake Mountain WSA tour.  Commissioner Bousman reported on presenting on WPLI to the Ruckelshaus Board of Directors at their Pinedale meeting, and attendance at the WIR Meeting in Oregon. Commissioner Bousman will assume the presidency of WIR in January 2017.   Chairman Nelson reported on attending the 4-H Open House. 

The following abatement petitions and affidavits of abatement of taxes were presented on petition from the County Assessor and the State of Wyoming Board of Equalization:  Citizens to Save White Pine, LLC, $61.80; and Bridger Mechanical, Inc., $512.37.

In accordance with the re-advertisement of the public notices published in the Pinedale Roundup on August 5, 2016, Chairman Nelson requested comment from the public.  There being no comments, it was moved by Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to reaffirm the Planning and Zoning actions from November 17, 2015 through July 19, 2016.  The motion carried. 

Todd Hurd, representing Forsgren and Associates, and Maintenance Superintendent Andre’ Irey reviewed the following projects: 

1. Circuit Court Roof.  First Phase is complete.   
2.   County Attorney Roof.  Roof project is complete.  Fire Marshall will do a final walk through on
      November 2nd.   
      3.   Rendezvous Pointe. Paul Jensen discussed the plans for an addition to Rendezvous Pointe.  Hurd    
            reported that the structural review and 2000 IBC items had been included in the plans.  Jensen 
	informed the Board that changes to skylights, condensers, sprinklers, outlets, and auxiliary heating
	needed to be included in the plans.  The Board discussed estimated cost for the project.  Jensen 
	informed the Board that the estimate is $250,000-$300,000, and that Rendezvous Pointe will 
	provide all of the funding for the project.  Commissioner Bousman advised that the County’s 
	Owner’s Representative will manage the project, since this is a County facility.  Hurd advised the 
	Board that bidding now for a Spring 2017 start would be the best approach.  It was moved by 
	Commissioner Latta and seconded by Commissioner Bousman to begin the bid process for the 
	Rendezvous Pointe addition.  The motion carried. 

The Board discussed a parking complaint at Aspen Grove. 

Scott Scherbel, representing the Rural Health Care District, and Dave Doorn, representing the Sublette Center, updated the Board on their merger discussions. Scherbel discussed an organizational chart, pros and cons list for the joint powers board, and a proposed Joint Powers agreement.  Chairman Nelson advised that the Joint Powers agreement would be reviewed by the County Attorney, inquired about the agreement with the Sublette Center, and if there was a business plan.  The Board complimented them on their progress, and inquired about funding and business projections.  

Scott Scherbel, representing the Rural Health Care District Board of Directors, expressed his frustration with the Sublette Center and accused it of moving in slow motion and waiting for the General Election. He stated that the Rural Health Care District is desperate to move forward with the Critical Access Hospital, and that there is no incentive to move forward.  Dave Doorn responded that the Sublette Center is taking time and is waiting for the new Elected Officials.  Scherbel requested a deadline for a decision.  Commissioner Bousman inquired why there was so much disagreement in the community on this issue and informed Scherbel that there was a lack of trust of the District.  Commissioner Bousman also stated that there is more money per capita in Sublette County for health care than in any other Wyoming county.     

Shanda Jensen, representing the Ice Arena Committee, reported that the volunteer agreement form is available and requested that the key card system be installed on the west door of the building.  The Board approved the request.
